Task

You are a leading member of the Southern Christian Leadership Conference, an organisation that is headed by Martin Luther King. As a southern Baptist minister, you have been involved in all the campaigns that Martin Luther King Jr. has either orchestrated or been a part of.

The date is the 6 April 1968. Your leader was assassinated on the 4 April 1968 and you are still in mourning. However, as the struggle must continue you accept an invitation from Time Magazine to write an honest account of two different campaigns that Luther King executed. Time Magazine made King their man of the year in 1964 and are keen to get an insiders point of view about the successes and failures of his activities.

They allow you to choose from two of the following events:

· The Montgomery Bus Boycott

· Albany 1961 - 62

· The March on Washington

· The March to Montgomery

· The Meredith March

They ask you to consider the following points for your article

· Did the movement make Martin rather than Martin make the movement?

· What role did MLK truly play in the desegregation of education?
· What was the real reason that MLK was asked to be involved with the movement?

· Was King a spokesman or a leader?

· Were all his campaigns a success?

· How did Malcolm X affect the success of King?

· What was the role of the whites in MLK’s movement?

· Is MLK right to be the martyr of the Black Civil Rights Movement?
